YOUNG KIDS VBS (LYTHAM ROAD CAMPUS) TEEN HELPER DESCRIPTION

Help preschoolers learn about Jesus and understand the story through songs and skits.
Includes rehearsals in the month leading up to Young Kids VBS.

Help to run tech (lighting and sound) for the skits and songs. Includes rehearsals in the

Tech Team month leading up to Young Kids VBS.
Art Team Help prepare and administer each day'’s activity for participants.

ROLE BIG KID VBS (MILL RUN CAMPUS) TEEN HELPER DESCRIPTION
Teacher Guides an age-specific small group of children throughout their morning or afternoon

session. Leads children through a provided lesson focused on a short passage of
scripture.

Classroom Helper

Assists the teacher in guiding kids through their rotation of activities, helping the teacher
lead the classroom time, and engaging with the kids during all of their rotations. Stays
with the same class throughout the whole session, including during their class’ rec and
art sessions each day.

Special Needs
Helper

Is assigned to a specific student with special needs and stays with them throughout their
activity rotation within the regular classroom. Engages with the student and helps to
support the classroom teacher. Assists with the general classroom throughout rotations
as they are free to do so.

Helps the art leaders set up and clean up in the art room, as well as support the art

Art leaders as they teach the kids. Helps kids with the art project and answers questions.

(Volunteers Needed)

DESCRIPTION

Guides an age specific, small group of children throughout their morning or afternoon
